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INFORMATION ON CERTIFICATES OF PROFESSIONAL COMPETENCE
I. Requirements for a director, deputy director, instructor and trainee of an accredited driving school. 

The conditions to be met by directors, assistant directors, instructors and trainees are set out in Articles 12 and 13 of the Royal Decree of 11 May 2004 on the conditions of accreditation for driving schools.
Article 12
1° not have been convicted by a court decision that has become res judicata:
a) for an offence referred to in Book II, Title III, Title VII, Chapter V and VI, Title VIII, Chapter I and Title IX, Chapter I and II of the Criminal Code;
b) for an offence under Articles 30, 32, 33, 34, 35, 36, 37, 37bis, 47, 48 or 49 of the Road Traffic Police Act, coordinated on 16 March 1968;
c) for an offence under the provisions of the Royal Decree of 11 May 2004;

2° not be or have been stripped of the right to drive a motor vehicle. However, this prohibition will not apply in the event of the expunging of the conviction or rehabilitation, provided that any examinations required by the judge under Article 38 of the Road Traffic Police Act, coordinated on 16 March 1968, have been satisfied;

(3) except in the case of trainees, hold the certificate required for the position, as referred to in Article 24, and the authorisation to manage or teach;

4° for persons in charge of practical instruction, have passed the medical examination provided for in Article 43 of the Royal Decree of 23 March 1998 on driving licences;

5° have held for at least three years a driver's licence issued by a member state of the European Economic Area and valid for driving vehicles of category B or an equivalent category. Persons providing practical driving instruction for vehicles in categories B+E, C1, C1+E, C, C+E, D1, D1+E, D and D+E must, in addition, hold a driver's licence issued by a Member State of the European Economic Area that is valid for driving vehicles in the category or subcategory of vehicles they are instructing.  Persons providing practical driving instruction for vehicles in categories AM, A, A2 and A must only hold a driver's licence issued by a Member State of the European Economic Area that is valid for driving vehicles in category A or an equivalent category.

6° for holders of a certificate I or III, hold a diploma, certificate or credential taken into consideration for admission to level A, B or C in the administrations of the State, referred to in Annex 1 of the Royal Decree dated 2 October 1937 relating to the status of State employees, or a foreign diploma, certificate or credential recognised as equivalent in accordance with Chapter 2 of the same Annex, or demonstrate at least six years of professional experience as a driving school instructor.
Article 13
The following are incompatible with any position or jobs in an accredited driving school: positions or jobs, including that of interpreter for the theory test, in an accredited body for the technical inspection of motor vehicles, as well as the inspection positions referred to in Article 39 of the Royal Decree of 11 May 2004.
Civil servants and members of the Federal Police and the Army must present authorisation from the competent hierarchical authority.
II. Certificates of professional competence
A. There are five certificates of professional competence for driving school directors and instructors:

-certificate I gives access to the positions of driving school director and assistant director.
- certificate II gives access to the position of instructor, responsible for practical driving instruction for category B vehicles.
- certificate III gives access to the position of instructor in charge of theoretical instruction.
 - certificate IV gives access to the position of instructor in charge of practical driving instruction for vehicles of categories AM, A1, A2 and A.
 - certificate V gives access to the position of instructor in charge of practical driving instruction for vehicles of categories B+E, C, C+E, D and D+E and subcategories C1, C1+E, D1 and D1+E

B. Content of the examination (Annex 2 to the Royal Decree of 11 May 2004)

1. The examination to obtain certificate I consists of a written and oral test on the following subjects:

- the Royal Decree of 11 May 2004 with the amendments in force on the day of the examination; - Articles 1 to 73 of the Royal Decree of 23 March 1998 on driving licences with the amendments in force on the day of the examination; 
- general knowledge of business management in relation to the management and leadership of driving schools.
To be eligible for this exam, the candidate must have held a teaching licence for at least three years for certificates II and III.
2. The examination to obtain certificate II consists of:

1° a written and oral test on the following subjects:

a) theoretical knowledge of road safety;
b) automotive mechanics and technical and electrical issues;
2° a sample lesson and questions on the applied teaching method.
The sample lesson takes place in a category B vehicle, meeting the requirements of Articles 17 and 18, § 2 and § 5 of the Royal Decree of 11 May 2004, equipped with dual controls and a manual gearstick and provided by the candidate. The sample lesson takes place on private land and on public roads.
The sample lesson takes place after the completion of the training period, as stipulated in Article 33.
3. The examination for certificate III consists of:
1° a written and oral test on the subject of "theoretical knowledge of road safety";
2° a sample theory lesson and questions on the applied teaching method.

The sample lesson takes place after the completion of the training period, as stipulated in Article 33.
4. The examination for certificate IV consists of:
1° a written and oral test on the following subjects:

a) theoretical knowledge of road safety;
b) vehicle mechanics and technical and electrical issues;
2° a vehicle handling test on land isolated from traffic;
3° a sample lesson and questions on the applied teaching method. The sample lesson takes place on private land and on public roads.
The sample lesson takes place after the completion of the training period, as stipulated in Article 33.
The handling test and the sample lesson take place with a category A vehicle that meets the requirements of Article 38, § 2, 2° of the Royal Decree of 23 March 1998 on driver's licences (motorcycle with a power of at least 40kW, equipped with a manual gearstick).
The on-road exercise is conducted with one member of the jury acting as a student on the motorcycle, followed by the candidate instructor in a car, accompanied by the other members of the jury. The teacher gives driving instructions to the student on the motorcycle, using a radio device. 
The vehicles (car and motorcycle) as well as the radio device must be provided by the candidate.
To take the exam, the candidate must have taken a specific motorcycle training course in a training centre. A certificate of completion of this training is attached to the exam registration form.
5. The examination for certificate V consists of:
1° a written and oral test on the following subjects:

a) theoretical knowledge of road safety;
b) mechanical, technical and electrical elements of vehicles of categories B+E, C1, C1+E, C, C+E, D1, D1+E, D, D+E;
2° a sample lesson and questions on the applied teaching method. 
The sample lesson takes place after the completion of the training period, as stipulated in Article 33.
The sample lesson takes place in a category C+E or D+E vehicle, meeting the requirements of Articles 17 and 18, § 4 and § 5 of the Royal Decree of 11 May 2004, equipped with dual controls and a manual gearstick and provided by the candidate. The sample lesson takes place on private land.
P.S.: to be eligible to sit the examination for certificate V, the candidate must hold certificate II (Article 28).
Important note: If the candidate fails the sample lesson, they must repeat the entire course.
Scoring of the examination:
The number of points awarded for each of the examination subjects listed in Appendix 2 is determined as follows:

1° theoretical knowledge of road safety: 60;
2° Royal Decree of 11 May 2004 and Articles 1 to 73 of the Royal Decree of 23 March 1998 on driver's licences: 40;
3° general knowledge of business management related to the management and leadership of driving schools: 20,
4° mechanical, technical and electrical elements of cars, motorcycles or vehicles of categories C and D and their trailers: 20;
5° sample theory lesson and questions on the teaching method applied during this lesson: 60;
6° sample driving lesson and questions on the teaching method applied during this lesson: 60;
7° handling test: 20.
The written and oral tests are eliminatory. A candidate fails if they do not obtain 60% in each of these two tests for "theoretical knowledge of road safety" and 50% of the points for each of the other subjects, considered separately. The candidate must obtain 60% of the points for the sample lessons.
The minimum number of points required to obtain a certificate is set at 60% for all subjects. If the examination is reduced to a single subject due to the exemptions provided for in Article 30, the candidate must obtain 60% of the points.

C. Examination exemptions (Article 30)
1. A holder of certificate III who is a candidate for another certificate is exempt from the subject of theoretical knowledge of road safety.
A candidate who has failed the sample lesson is exempt from the written and oral test throughout the validity of the training certificate (two years).
2. The following exemptions are provided for in Chapter IX of the Ministerial Decree of 12 July 2005 (Belgian Official Gazette of 20 September 2005) approving the internal regulations of the examination jury responsible for issuing certificates of professional competence to the management and teaching staff of accredited driving schools.
If the candidate has failed both the written and oral exams, they will be informed of the exemptions available to them when notified of the result.
To obtain an exemption, the following conditions must be met:
a) Subject "theoretical knowledge of road safety":
A candidate who obtains 70% of the points for all the written and oral examinations for the same certificate is exempt from the written and oral examinations. This exemption is valid for the following three examination sessions;
b) Subject "vehicle mechanics and technical and electrical issues";
A candidate who obtains 60% of the points for all the written and oral examinations for the same certificate is exempt from the written and oral examinations. This exemption is valid for the following three sessions;
c) Subject "Royal decree of 23 March 1998 relating to the driving licence (Art 1 to 73) and Royal Decree of 11 May 2004 relating to the conditions of accreditation of motor vehicle driving schools":
A candidate who obtains 60% of the points for all the written and oral examinations is exempt from the written examination and the oral examination. This exemption is valid for the following three examination sessions;
d) Subject "General business knowledge related to the management and leadership of driving schools":
A candidate who obtains 60% of the points for all the written and oral examinations is exempt from the written examination and the oral examination. This exemption is valid for the following three examination sessions;
D. Training (Article 33)
1. After passing the written and oral test and before presenting the sample lesson, the candidate must complete a training period as an instructor in the discipline corresponding to the certificate applied for in an approved driving school. 

The training must be completed within two years of passing the oral test.
2. After the successful completion of the oral test, a "training authorisation request" form is given to the candidate on the day of the examination. 
The applicant must return this form with the following documents:
- an extract from the criminal record "Template 596.1-7" dated less than three months ago and establishing that the applicant meets the conditions set out in point I, 1.

- a photocopy (both sides) of the driving licence proving that the director or instructor in charge of the practical training has passed the medical examination provided for in Article 43 of the Royal Decree of 23 March 1998 on driving licences.
The driver's licence valid for categories A, B or B+E must be validated for the category "Remunerated transport (cat. A, B, B+E)".
The driver's licence valid for category C, C+E, D or D+E or for subcategory C1, C1+E, D1 or D1+E must be valid (the date in the "until" field may not be passed).
The training authorisation is then sent to the candidate, who can begin their training period in an approved driving school.
The training authorisation is valid for three years. However, the training must be completed within two years from the date of passing the oral examination.
3. Progress of the course 

a) Article 33, § 1 amended by Article 12 of the Royal Decree of 13 June 2010 determines the number of hours of instruction that the trainee must give in the branch corresponding to the certificate applied for.
The number of hours may be reduced if the candidate has completed the prior training provided for in Article 26 or if they already hold a certificate.
The training hours may be reduced as follows:
Certificate II: 300h
with prior training = 3/4 of 300h = 225h and
already certified = 2/3 of 225h = 150h
or only certified, without prior training = 2/3 of 300h = 200h
or only prior training, without a certificate = 2/3 of 300h = 200h
Certificate III: 76h
with prior training = 2/3 of 76h = 57h and
already certified = 2/3 of 57h = 38h
or only certified, without prior training = 2/3 of 76h = 50h
or only prior training, without a certificate = 2/3 of 76h = 57h
Certificate IV: 300h
with prior training = 3/4 of 300h = 225h and
already certified = 2/3 of 225h = 150h
or only certified, without prior training = 2/3 of 300h = 200h
or only prior training, without a certificate = 2/3 of 300h = 200h
Certificate V: 300h
with prior training = 3/4 of 300h = 225h and
already certified = 2/3 of 225h = 150h
or only certified, without prior training = 2/3 of 300h = 200h
or only prior training, without a certificate = 2/3 of 300h = 200h
b) The driving school instructor internship programme is set out in Article 33 § 2.
c) The training is supervised by one (or more for certificate III) training supervisors. The progress of the training and the conditions to be met by the training supervisor are provided for in Article 33, § 3 and § 4.
Only the director or assistant director of a driving school or an instructor who has held the corresponding certificate for at least two years may be a training supervisor; the training supervisor may be employed at only one driving school.
The training supervisor or an instructor with at least two years of experience must be present during the theoretical and practical classes taught by the trainee until the training supervisor can ensure that the trainee is able to provide effective and useful instruction. They must also be able to guarantee that the trainee reacts appropriately in the event of danger during practical instruction.
Half the number of hours of training must be monitored by an instructor with at least two years of experience, including the training supervisor themselves for half of these hours.
Therefore, a maximum of three people can be seated in the training vehicle: the student, the trainee and the experienced instructor.
If a trainee provides proof that they cannot find a driving school to complete the training period, the Minister or their delegate may designate a school in which the trainee may complete the training period (Article 33, § 4).
The trainee keeps a "training progress" form, AE007. It is signed by the trainee and the training supervisor. It is attached to the course certificate at the end of the course.
d) The certificate of training (AE008) is signed by the driving school director and the trainee. 
The certificate of training is valid for two years from the date of passing the oral test; it loses its validity after three failures in the sample lesson. In this case, the candidate must repeat the entire procedure (written and oral tests - training - sample lesson).

Penalties
The Minister responsible for road safety may suspend, with the person concerned and, where applicable, the driving school director and deputy driving school director being interviewed beforehand, the authorisation to teach or manage of any member of the teaching or management staff in the event of non-compliance with the provisions of the regulations.
The suspension is for a period of not less than eight days and not more than two years.
The Minister may withdraw the management or teaching authorisation if, despite a prior suspension of at least eight months, the Minister finds that the regulatory requirements are still not being met.
In addition, the Minister or their delegate may suspend, with immediate effect, the authorisation to manage or teach a member of staff of a driving school who is the subject of a judicial investigation or criminal prosecution for a violation of Article 12, § 1, 1°, a) and b), and whose presence in the school is incompatible with teaching.
The withdrawal or suspension procedure is initiated within the time strictly necessary and at most within ten working days following the immediate suspension measure. Failing this, the suspension shall cease as of right.

Content of the written and oral test
1. Content of the written and oral test for certificate I:
1.1.

2. Content of the written and oral test for certificate II:
2.1. 
Theoretical knowledge of road safety:
2.1.1. Legal and regulatory provisions concerning road traffic:
- Road Traffic Police Act, coordinated on 16 March 1968
- Decree of 1 December 1975 on the general regulation of the road traffic police and the use of public roads

2.1.2. The driver:
- importance of vigilance and attitudes towards other users,
- perception, evaluation and decision functions, including reaction time, and modification of the driver's behaviour due to the effects of alcohol, drugs and medication, emotional states and fatigue,
- medical criteria referred to in Appendix 6 to the Royal Decree of 23 March 1998 on driving licences.

2.1.3. The road:
- the most important principles relating to the respecting of safety distances between vehicles, braking distance and vehicle handling in various weather and road conditions;
- driving risks related to the different road conditions and in particular their variations due to weather conditions and the time of day or night;
- characteristics of the different types of roads and the resulting legal requirements.

2.1.4. Other road users:
- specific risks related to the inexperience of other road users, the most vulnerable categories of users such as children, pedestrians, cyclists and people with reduced mobility;
- risks inherent to the circulation and driving of various types of vehicles and the different visibility conditions of their drivers

2.1.5. General regulations and miscellaneous:
- regulations concerning administrative documents related to the use of the vehicle;
- general rules specifying the behaviour that the driver must adopt in the event of an accident (marking, alerting, etc.) and the measures they can take, if applicable, to help the victims of road accidents;
- safety factors concerning the vehicle's load and the persons transported.
2.1.6. Precautions that must be taken when leaving the vehicle.

2.1.7. Vehicle safety equipment, including the use of seat belts, headrests and child. safety equipment
2.1.8. Rules for the use of the vehicle related to respect for the environment (relevant use of horns, moderate fuel consumption, limiting of polluting emissions, etc.).
2.2. Automotive mechanical, technical and electrical elements: be able to detect the most common defects that can affect the steering system, suspension, braking, tyres, lights and indicators, reflectors, mirrors, windshield washer and windshield wipers, exhaust system, seat belts and horn, among others.
3. Content of the written and oral test for certificate III:

The subjects provided for in points 2.1, 4.2 and 5.2;

4. Content of the written and oral test for certificate IV:

4.1. The materials provided for in point 2.1;

4.2. General knowledge of:
4.2.1. the use of protective equipment such as gloves, boots, clothing and helmet;
4.2.2. the visibility of motorcyclists to other road users;
4.2.3. the risks related to different traffic conditions, paying particular attention to slippery parts of the road such as manhole covers, road markings such as lines and arrows, and tram rails;
4.3. mechanical, technical and electrical elements related to safe motorcycle riding, with particular attention to the emergency stop switch, oil levels, chain, universal joints and belts.
5. Content of the written and oral test for certificate V:
5.1. The materials provided for in point 2.1;
5.2. General knowledge of:
5.2.1. the rules concerning driving times and rest periods as defined in Council Regulation (EEC) No 3820/85; use of the recording device provided for in Council Regulation (EEC) No 3821/85;
5.2.2. the rules concerning the type of transport: goods or passengers;
5.2.3. the vehicle and transport documents required for national and international goods and passenger transport;
5.2.4. behaviour in the event of an accident; knowledge of what to do after an accident or similar event, including actions such as passenger evacuation, and basic knowledge of first aid;
5.2.5. precautions to be taken when removing and replacing wheels;
5.2.6. the rules concerning vehicle masses and dimensions; the rules concerning speed limiters;
5.2.7. the obstruction of visibility caused, for the driver and other users, by the characteristics of their vehicle;
5.2.8. map reading, route planning, including the use of electronic navigation systems (optional);
5.2.9. safety factors related to loading their vehicle: load control (securing and fastening), difficulties with certain types of loads (e.g. liquids, suspended loads, etc.), loading and unloading of goods and use of loading equipment (categories C, C+E, C1 and C1+E only);
5.2.10. driver responsibility for passenger transport; passenger comfort and safety; transport of children; pre-trip inspection requirements; all types of buses should be covered in the knowledge test;
5.2.11. the driver's responsibility for the receipt, transport and delivery of goods in accordance with the agreed conditions (categories C, C+E only).
5.3. mechanical, technical and electrical elements for categories and subcategories B+E, C1, C1+E, C, C+E, D1, D1+E, D et D+E:
5.3.1. principles of the construction and operation of the following components: internal combustion engines, fluids (e.g. engine oil, coolant, windshield washer), fuel system, electrical system, ignition system, transmission system (clutch, gearbox, etc.);
5.3.2. lubrication and anti-freeze;
5.3.3. the principles of the construction, installation, proper use and maintenance of tyres;
5.3.4. the principles of the types, operation, main parts, connection, use and minor maintenance of brake linings and speed controllers;
5.3.5. the principles of the types, operation, main parts, connection, use and minor maintenance of coupling devices (categories C+E, D+E only);
5.3.6. methods for locating the causes of breakdowns;
5.3.7. the preventive maintenance of vehicles and the necessary routine repairs.

Content of the sample lesson
1.
Content of the sample lesson for certificate II:
Candidates must demonstrate their ability to teach the following subjects to candidate drivers:
1.1. preparation and technical inspection of the vehicle in relation to road safety:
1.1.1. adjust the driver's seat if necessary to achieve the correct seating position;
1.1.2. adjust the mirrors, seat belts, and headrests if necessary;
1.1.3. make sure the doors are closed;
1.1.4. perform a random check of the condition of the tyres, brakes, steering, fluids (e.g., engine oil, coolant, windshield fluid), lights, reflective devices, indicators and horn;
1.2. Specific manoeuvres to be tested in relation to road safety:
1.2.1. reverse while maintaining a straight path or reverse while turning right or left at a street corner without leaving the correct lane;
1.2.2. turn around using forward and reverse gears;
1.2.3. park the vehicle and leave a parking space (parallel, oblique or right-angle) in forward and reverse, on the flat as well as uphill and downhill;
1.2.4. brake to stop accurately; performing an emergency stop is optional.
1.3. Traffic behaviour:
1.3.1. leave a parking space, start up after a traffic stop, leave a private road;
1.3.2. use straight roads, pass vehicles, including in narrow passages;
1.3.3. negotiate bends;
1.3.4. crossroads: approaching and crossing intersections and junctions;
1.3.5. change direction: turn right and left, change lanes;
1.3.6. approach/exit motorways or similar (if applicable): integration from the acceleration lane, exit from the deceleration lane;
1.3.7. passing/crossing: passing other vehicles (if possible), passing obstacles such as parked cars, being passed by other vehicles (if applicable);
1.3.8. special road features (if applicable): roundabouts, railway crossings, tram/bus stops, pedestrian crossings, extended uphill/downhill slopes;
1.3.9. take the necessary precautions before getting out of the vehicle.
1.4. The exercise on the public road and on private property will be carried out with a category B course vehicle that meets regulatory standards. 
The duration of the exam, including the evaluation, is 45 minutes maximum.
2. Content of the sample lesson for certification III: 

candidates must demonstrate their ability to teach the subjects listed in points I and 3 to driver candidates.

candidates must demonstrate their ability to teach the following subjects listed to driver candidates:

3.1.1. put in place protective equipment such as gloves, boots, clothing and helmet;
3.1.2. perform a random check of the condition of the tyres, brakes, steering, emergency stop switch (if available), chain, oil levels, lights, reflective devices, indicators and horn.
3.2. specific manoeuvres to be tested in relation to road safety
3.2.1. put the motorcycle on its stand, unhook it and move it without the help of the engine, walking beside it;
3.2.2. park the motorcycle by putting it on its stand;
3.2.3. the jury determines the manoeuvres for the following exercises:
3.2.3.1. exercise to be performed at reduced speed, including a slalom; this should allow for the checking of clutch operation in combination with the brake, balance, direction of vision and position on the motorcycle, as well as the position of the feet on the footrests;
3.2.3.2. higher speed exercise, including a second or third gear manoeuvre, at least 30 km/h, and an obstacle avoidance manoeuvre at a speed of at least 50 km/h; this should allow for the verification of the motorcycle position, direction of vision, balance, riding technique and gear changing technique;
3.2.3.3. braking exercise: an emergency brake application at a speed of at least 50 km/h; this should allow the verification of front and rear brake operation, direction of vision and position on the motorcycle.
3.3. Traffic behaviours

Candidates must demonstrate the ability to perform the following operations in normal traffic situations, safely and with due care:

3.3.1. leave a parking space, start up after a traffic stop, leave a private road;
3.3.2. use straight roads, pass vehicles, including in narrow passages;
3.3.3. negotiate bends;
3.3.4. crossroads: approaching and crossing intersections and junctions;
3.3.5. change direction: turn right and left, change lanes;
3.3.6. approach/exit motorways or similar (if applicable): integration from the acceleration lane, exit from the deceleration lane;
3.3.7. passing/crossing: passing other vehicles (if possible), passing obstacles such as parked cars, being passed by other vehicles (if applicable);
3.3.8. special road features (if applicable): roundabouts, railway crossings, tram/bus stops, pedestrian crossings, extended uphill/downhill slopes;
3.3.9. take the necessary precautions before getting out of the vehicle.
3.4. The on-road exercise is conducted with a student on the motorcycle, followed by the candidate teacher in a car accompanied by the jury. The teacher gives driving instructions to the student on the motorcycle, using a radio device. The duration of the exam, including the evaluation, is 45 minutes maximum.
4. Content of the sample lesson for certification V:

candidates must demonstrate their ability to teach the following subjects listed to driver candidates:
4.1. 
Preparation and technical inspection of the vehicle in relation to road safety.  

Applicants must demonstrate their ability to prepare to drive safely by meeting the following requirements:
4.1.1. adjust the driver's seat if necessary to achieve the correct seating position;
4.1.2. adjust the mirrors, seat belts, and headrests if necessary;
4.1.3. perform a random check of the condition of the tyres, brakes, steering, lights, reflective devices, indicators and horn;
4.1.4. check the braking and steering assistance systems, check the condition of the tyres, wheel nuts, mudguards, windscreen, windows and wipers, fluids (in particular engine oil, coolant, windscreen washer fluid); check and use the instrument panel, including the recorder provided for in Regulation (EEC) No 3821/85;
4.1.5. check the air pressure, air tanks and suspension;
4.1.6. check the safety elements related to the loading of the vehicle: motor, sheets, loading doors, loading mechanism (if applicable), cab locking, loading mode, load securing (categories C, C+E, C1 and C1+E only);
4.1.7. check the coupling mechanism and the connections of the braking system and the electrical circuit (categories C+E, C1+E, D+E and D1+E only);
4.1.8. be able to take special measures to ensure the safety of the vehicle, check the motor, service doors, emergency exits, first aid equipment, fire extinguishers and other safety equipment (categories D, D+E, D1 and D1+E only)
4.1.9. read a road map (optional).
4.2. Special manoeuvres to be tested in relation to road safety:
4.2.1. couple and uncouple the trailer or two rope to and from the towing vehicle (categories C+E, C1+E, D+E, D1+E only); this manoeuvre must begin with the vehicle and trailer parked side-by-side (i.e. not in a straight line) (categories C+E, C1+E, D+E, D1+E only);
4.2.2. reverse in a curve;
4.2.3. park safely for loading/unloading on a ramp/unloading dock or similar facility (categories C, C+E, C1 and C1+E only);
4.2.4. park to allow passengers to board or alight safely from a bus (Class D, D+E, D1 and D1+E only)
4.3.
The exercise is carried out on private land.

The duration of the exam is 45 minutes, including the evaluation.
